2016; 2018 Russia World Cup; 

 Visits to places of worship; 
  Visitors of range of faiths planned in 

Curriculum Map; 
 House Days encourage cross phase 

working; 
 Challenge a lack of respect or intolerance 

as it occurs – a Reflection sheet filled in 
when appropriate.
