For example, through stories such as Ten Black Dots 

by Donald Crew, Nine Naughty Kittens by Linda Jenny. 

 
Or by giving children a collection of items to sort into 
sets such as buttons and compare the quantities in 

each set.  

3D Shapes Provide opportunities for children to handle, explore 
and discuss 3D shapes through objects found in the
